Booking Info: Groups who wish to perform at Ear Orchard Mondays should not perform on any of the other weekly series at Club Tropical within two weeks of your gig at Ear Orchard.

Parking: There is a parking lot in front of the club that can be used for loading and unloading. In addition to these 6 spaces more free parking exists on Washington Blvd. and Sherbourne Dr.

Setting Up: Arrive sufficiently early to set up and be familiar with the room. The venue is open all afternoon so feel free to set up early and have dinner. The PA system is designed for DJ's and dancing at the club. That is, the speakers favor the wooden dance floor, rather than the audience area. It is sufficient for announcing, but if your band really needs sound reinforcement, please bring your own PA system and be careful not to over-amplify.

Set up on the wooden dance floor, centrally and not too far back.

There is no piano, so please bring a keyboard if you need one.

Please announce your band, promote the venue and the Jazz on a Monday Vibe series, and suggest audience members take a postcard from the front door and sign up for the mailing list. Word of mouth is the best form of promotion, so spread the word to support live music!

Introduce yourselves to Carlos, the owner of the Club. He is extremely enthusiastic about our series and wants to make sure it is a success.

Starting time and set duration: Plan to start at 8.30 PM. Ask Carlos or Anna to turn off the house music. You can bring your own choice of CD to play if you wish. Finish your performance by 11pm. Most bands play two sets, but it is important to limit the length of the break, especially if the audience is small. If the audience is small, it is OK to finish at 10 or 10.30pm, as Monday night most people prefer to have an early night!

Cover charge and guest list: The cover charge is $10 and $5 for “Students”. You will have to bring a reliable friend or family member to run the door. They should arrive at 8pm. You take 100% of the door takings, plus your merchandise sales and an extra money generously put in by Carlos, the owner. Bring a sufficient float for audiences of about 30. We recommend you bring at least $50 in $5 and $1 notes. There is a cash-box at the door entrance to use. Note that some people (usually Salvadorian locals) enter solely to pick up take-out food orders. Please let them in!

Band Discounts: Food and drinks are 50% off for band members - you may have to request the discount from the staff.

Advertising and Promotion:

•Make full use of your mailing lists. 

•We have printed color postcards to advertise the series. These are generic so feel free to make your own fliers also. Please take a stack of postcards from the venue or from us before your gig to promote it. There is space to write your specific gig date on the back, or you can print labels and affix them there. Give a stack to each band member to take around with them.

•If you like, send your press pack (photo and CD) to the guys at LA Weekly to have a shot at their weekly jazz 'recommended' section! This has to be done at least 6-8weeks prior to your gig!

•Consider sending your CD to radio stations and inviting reviewers and other music industry people to your show (put them on the guest list!)
